1980-1990 Considered one of the leading poster artists in Israel.  During these years designs more than 1000 posters, mainly for the theater and also various cultural events.  Receives awards and lectures at special events and academies around the world.

1990-1999 invited to serve as the in-house artist for one of the leading and most prestigious publishing houses in Germany, S. Fischer Verlag.  At this publishing house, he designs hundreds of books and posters about authors and books.  During these years, his posters are shown in solo exhibitions in many museums and bianelles.
1999 Establishes the Museum on the Seam in Jerusalem, a socio-political museum, moved by the pressing need to bring about dialogue, understanding and existence side by side in this region.  As director and curator of the Museum, he mounts exhibitions on topics that are on the public agenda and controversial issues out of a belief and a persistence in his goal to bring about change and an expansion of the basis for social consensus, all this through the help of artists and relevant art work.
2000 Initiates an international art poster exhibition that begins a journey around the world motivated by identification with the growing need to make it possible for more and more people around the globe to acknowledge the right of the other to exist and to think differently.  The exhibition calls for mutual respect between people, nations, religions and in every place it visits it inspires discussions, meetings, art workshops and many more activities.  The exhibition’s journey moves forward for its fifth continuous year, visiting many cities and invited to visit many more in the years to come.
